General Information About the University
Location 

ISTE carries on its academic activities in central campus, located at the heart of Iskenderun city. The central campus, only 2 km away from the city centre. It consists of Rectorate, Students Affairs Office, Faculty of Engineering and Natural Sciences, Faculty of Architecture, Faculty of Management and Administrative Sciences, Faculty of Tourism, Faculty of Aeronautics and Astronautics, Barbaros Hayrettin Naval Architecture and Maritime Faculty, School of Foreign Languages, Institute of Graduate Sciences. Additionally, apart from central campus, ISTE has three campuses more. Dortyol Vocational School, Dortyol Vocational School of Health Services, Erzin Organized Industrial Zone Vocational School are located in Dortyol Kuzuculu Campus. Iskenderun Vocational School is located in Iskenderun Hill Campus. Lastly, Faculty of Marine Sciences and Technology, Maritime Vocational School and Mustafa Yazıcı State Conservatory are located near sea coast in Iskenderun.

History and Development 

Our University was established on April 23, 2015. Iskenderun Technical University (ISTE) consists of 7 Faculties, 1 School, 1 State Conservatory (Mustafa Yazıcı State Conservatory), 1 Institute and 6 Higher Vocational Schools, and nearly 14.686 local students and 1.046 international students are currently studying in these units. Besides, before taking part in İskenderun Technical University, Dörtyol Vocational High School in 1993; Civil Aviation College, as a contribution to aviation industry in 1995; Mustafa Yazıcı State Conservatory, in an attempt to raise composers, performers and artists, in 2007; Faculty of Engineering in 2008; Erzin Vocational High School in 2009; Faculty of Technology and Barboros Hayrettin Maritime Faculty in 2012 were founded.  

Our University is a public body. Language of Instruction is Turkish. Since 2017, 215 students and 97 staff participated in Erasmus+ Program Mobility of Higher Education Students and Staff on enhancing their knowledge and experiences.
The total number of academic staff is about 390 and the administrative staff is about 364.

The City

Iskenderun (Ancient Greek: Αλεξανδρέττα "Little Alexandria"), historically known as Alexandretta and Scanderoon, is a city and the largest district in Hatay Province on the Mediterranean coast of Turkey.
The city was founded as Alexandria (Αλεξάνδρεια) and named for Alexander the Great.

After the Muslim conquest of Syria, it was named al-ʼIskandarūn (Arabic الإسكندرون), the Arabic rendering of the original "Alexandrou"; this name was further turkified into Ottoman Turkish as İskenderūn (إسكندرون), which in turn was preserved in its current modern Turkish form as İskenderun.

Iskenderun is located on the eastern Mediterranean coast on the Gulf of İskenderun, at the foot of the Nur Mountains (Amanos Mountains).

Iskenderun is a busy commercial centre and is one of the largest cities in Hatay Province, similar in size to the provincial seat of Antakya. The city is one of Turkey's largest ports on the Mediterranean and an important industrial centre home to the İsdemir steelworks, one of Turkey's largest. Iskenderun has an active, modern accomodat with good hotels, restaurants and cafes along the palm-lined sea front. There is a variety of accommodation for visitors. Iskenderun is also an important naval training base.

CUISINE

Distinctive İskenderun dishes include Künefe, a hot dessert with cheese. The main dishes include the Turkish staples such as döner and other kebabs served in the flat dürüm bread, lahmacun and also Antakya influenced cuisine including kibbeh, and sour pomegranate syrup used as a salad dressing. İskenderun in particular offers good quality fish and prawns.
HISTORY

Antiquity
İskenderun preserves the name, but probably not the exact site, of Alexandria ad Issum. The settlement was founded by Alexander the Great in 333 BC to supersede Myriandrus as the key to the Syrian Gates, about 37 km (23 miles) south of the scene of his victory at the Battle of Issus. Alexander camped in the high-lands of İskenderun, around Esentepe, and then ordered the city to be established and named Alexandria. İskenderun is one of many cities founded on Alexander's orders, including Alexandria, Egypt.
The importance of the place comes from its relation to the Syrian Gates, the easiest approach to the open ground of Hatay Province and Aleppo.

Ecclesiastical History
The bishopric of Alexandria Minor was a suffragan of Anazarbus, the capital and so also the ecclesiastical metropolis of the Roman province of Cilicia Secunda. Greek menologia speak of Saint Helenus, and the martyr saints Aristio and Theodore as early bishops of the see. But the first documented one is Hesychius, who took part in the First Council of Nicaea in 325 and in a synod at Antioch in 341. Philomusus participated in the First Council of Constantinople in 381. Baranes is mentioned in connection with a synod at Antioch in 445. At the Council of Chalcedon in 451, Julianus was represented by his metropolitan, Cyrus of Anazarbus. Basilius was at the synod in Constantinople in 459 that condemned simoniacs. In 518, Paulus was deposed by the Byzantine Emperor Justinian for supporting the Jacobite Severus of Antioch.
Ottoman Empire Era
The area was still a scene of fighting under the Ottomans, as it was here in 1606 that the army of general Kuyucu Murat Pasha suppressed the Celali revolts. The Ottomans continued to fortify the city and the remains of the early 17th-century Ottoman castle walls can still be seen where the Güzün stream crosses the Varyant road. The city was well described in 1675 by the English naval chaplain Henry Teonge in his diary. The next army to cross the Belen Pass and attack Anatolia through here were the Egyptians of Muhammad Ali in 1832.

However, in the later Ottoman period the city grew and grew as the main outlet for the overland trade from Baghdad and India, which had great importance until the establishment of the Egyptian overland route. Iskenderun served as a base, first for Genoese and Venetian merchants, then West and North European merchants. The British Levant Company maintained an agency and factory here for 200 years, until 1825, in spite of appalling mortality among its employees. During the 19th century the port grew, the railway was built in 1912, and the road to Aleppo was improved.

At the outset of World War I, when Britain was contemplating the dismemberment of the Ottoman Empire, Lord Kitchener considered the conquest of Alexandretta to be essential in providing Britain with a port and railhead from which to access Iraq. He proposed a new railway from Alexandretta which would greatly reduce the time for reaching India from the UK. The de Bunsen Committee (8 April - 30 June 1915), a British inter-departmental group which was set up to discuss the issue in greater detail, preferred Haifa for this purpose.
Republic of Hatay
Following the collapse of the Ottoman Empire at the end of the First World War, most of Hatay including İskenderun was occupied by French troops. Between 1921 and 1937 the city was part of the autonomous Sanjak of Alexandretta within French-controlled Syria under the League of Nations French Mandate of Syria and the Lebanon. This led to the foundation of the Republic of Hatay. In 1939, it joined with the Republic of Turkey after a referendum. The referendum was, and still is, regarded as illegitimate by Syria.
HOW TO GET
Iskenderun is located on the eastern Mediterranean coast on the Gulf of Iskenderun, at the foot of the Nur Mountains (Amanos Mountains) and one can easily reach to this city by higway, railway and airway.

CLIMATE
The climate on this stretch of the Mediterranean is (Köppen: Csa) hot and humid in summer. Winters are mild and wet. At certain times of the year the town is swept by a strong wind called 'Yarıkkaya'. The countryside contains large areas of fruit groves. It is an important producers of oranges, tangerines and lemons, and even tropical fruits such as mangoes.
HATAY SIGHTSEEING
HISTORICAL PLACES:

Habib-i Neccar Mosque: In the street Kurtulus Caddesi you can find the mosque Habib Naccar Camii (the minaret comes from the 17th century). Actually this mosque is a converted Byzantine church. Here are still found graves of saints.
St. Peter’s Church: In this cave church the holy Peter should have preached. In the 13th century the grotto was converted to a Gothic church.
Harbiye (Daphne): Harbiye (Ancient Greek: Dàphne, Δάφνη; in Arabic دفنه or Harbiyat, حربيات) is a town in Hatay Province, Turkey. 
Midtown Harbiye is about 7 kilometres (4.3 mi) south of Antakya, the administrative center of Hatay Province.

At Harbiye, 8 km beyond Antioch, you can delve into history and mythology as you visit the ancient city where Apollo fell in love with Daphne, and Mother Earth, in order to save Daphne, turned her into an elegant tree. The story weaves on further to say that the waterfalls of Harbiye were formed from the tears of Daphne.
Seleukia: On the edge from Samandağ (Çevlik) you can visit parts of the city of Seleukia (founded 305 B.C.). This city was the capital of his kingdom for a short time. Then became Antiochia the capital, the today's Antakya. Seleukia became the harbour of Antiochia. About 400 metres away from the today's sea the harbour lay protected in a bay. However, on account of strong aggradation the harbour could not be held. Today the coast lies away substantially further. The Romans built a tunnel (Titus and Vespanius-tunnel), which keep away big water masses after strong rainfall from the harbour.
Titus Tüneli (Titus Tunnel): Vespasianus Titus Tunnel built during the Roman period is located within the boundaries of the Ancient City of Seleuceia Pieria (Figure1). The antique city Seleuceia Pieria is situated near the actual village Cevlik, 35 km to the southwest of Antakya (the historical city Antioch on the Orontes), at the foot of Nur mountains in eastern Mediterranean coast in Turkey. Seleuceia Pieria was founded towards the end of the 4.century B.C. by Seleukos Nikator I, one of the generals of Alexander the Great. The city was reigned by the Ptolemeans during the second half of the 3.century B.C., and flourished later during the Roman period, beginning in the second half of the 1.century A.D., and became one of the most important ports of the Eastern Mediterranean Region. The upper city is separated from the lower one by steep rocky topography. The lower city, surrounded by fortification walls totaling 12 km, has been developed around the harbour of 16 hectares area.

Since the city was under the threat of the floods descended from the mountains and flowed through the city and the harbour was silted up and became inoperative, the Roman emperor, Vespasianus ordered to build a tunnel by digging the mountain in order to divert the floodwaters threatening the harbour. The diversion system was built with the principle of closing the front of the stream bed with a deflection cover and transferring stream waters to the sea through an artificial canal and tunnel.

The construction began in 1. century A.D. during the reign of the Roman emperor Vespasianus (69-79 A.D.), continued under his son Titus (79-81 A.D.) and his successors, completed in 2.century A.D. during the reign of another Roman emperor, Antonius Pius. A rock-carved inscription at the entrance of the first tunnel section bears the names Vespasianus and Titus, another inscription in the downstream channel that of Antonius.

The diversion system, displaying a broken alignment, consists of: a dam to divert the river flow; a short approach channel; the first tunnel section; a short intermediary channel; the second tunnel section; a long discharge channel.
Samadağ: Samandağ (Arabic: السويدية‎‎, as-Sūwaydīyah) is a town and district in Hatay Province of southern Turkey, at the mouth of the Orontes River on the Mediterranean coast, near Turkey's border with Syria, 25 km (16 mi) from the city of Antakya.

Samandağ lies near the site of the ancient Seleucia Pieria, founded in 300 BC by Seleucus Nicator a general of Alexander the Great, in the Seleucid era that followed Alexander's demise. Seleucia Pieria quickly became a major Mediterranean port of the Hellenistic and Roman eras, the port of Antioch. But it was subject to silting and an earthquake in 526 finally completed its demise as a port. Samandağ, then called St Symeon, became the port of Antioch, and played an important role in the capture of the city by the Crusaders in 1098.

There are also some places of interests in this city like Vespasian Tunnel (Titus Tunnel), Monastery of St Simeon Stylites the Younger and Samadağ (Çevlik) Beach ( one of the longest beach in the World).
Bakras Castle: Bakras castle is situated in the border of Bakras (Ötençay) village, which is 27th km on the road between Iskenderun and Antakya. The castle was built on a hill to the 2 km north-west of the village.
History of the castle goes back to ancient ages. According to rumor, the king of Ammuri, Dakianus, built the castle. After having a summer season in Arsuz (Rhosus), a beautiful coastal town, on the way to Syria, Dakianus’ wife, Bagrez fell down the cliff near the Bakras Castle and so Dakianus decided to built this castle in memory of his wife. The Castle was conquered by Ayyubid Sultan, Selahaddin Eyyübi on 26th September 1183 and it was demolished by Alemüddin Süleyman, Selahaddin’s Commander in 1191. After that the Armenians conquered the area and rebuilt the castle as a stronghold. The Castle caused a conflict bvetween The Ottomans and The Mamluk ,  but finally The Ottoman Emperor Yavuz Sultan Selim conquered it rigorously in 1516.  However, from this date on, it became a citadel away from the borders, lost its importance politically.
TOURISTIC PLACES
Antakya Uzun Çarşı (Covered Bazaar): The bazaar is one of the significant, historical and traditional examples in city centre of Antakya. There are so many markets which sells a variety of spices and scented soaps, especially the ones made of daphne tree. There are also so many restaurants in which you may taste traditional and delicious Hatay food.
Arsuz (Rhosus): Arsuz (Arabic: أرسوز ‎‎, also known as Uluçınar and formerly as Rhosus) is a city in Hatay Province, Turkey. Arsuz is a holiday center with golden beaches, peerles sea and sun, many accomadation places. Arsuz was a part of İskenderun district of Hatay Province. The town center is located 40 kilometres (25 mi) South of İskenderun and 118 kilometres (73 mil) from Antakya (administrative center of Hatay Province).
Arsuz had many names throughout history, including: Rhosus, Rhossus, Rhopolis, Port Panel, Kabev and Arsous. The earliest documents about it date from the Seleucid Empire, of whose Antioch became the capital. Arsuz was then an important seaport on the Gulf of Issus. In 64 BC it was annexed by the Roman Empire. Under the name Rhosus, it was a ciry in the late Roman province of Cilicia Secunda, with Anazarba as its capital. It is mentioned by Strabo, Ptolemy, Pliny the Elder and Stephanus Byzantius; and later by Hierocles and George of Cyprus,
Some Christians in Rhosus accepted as truth the Docetic Gospel of Peter and for them in around AD 200 Serapion of Antioch composed a treatise condemning the book. Theodoret, relates the history of the hermit Theodosius of Antioch, founder of a monastery in the mountain near Rhosus, who was forced by the inroads of barbarians to retire to Antioch, where he died and was succeeded by his disciple Romanus, a native of Rhosus; these two religious are honoured by the Greek Orthodox Church on 5 and 9 February.
In 638 the city was incorporated into the Rashidun Caliphate. In 969 it was taken by the Byzantine Empire, in 1084 by the Seljuk Turks, in 1039 by the Crusades, in 1296 by the Egyptian Mamluks, and in 1517 by the Ottoman Turks.
Between 1918 and 1938 the town was under French Mandate for Syria and the Lebanon with the rest of Iskenderun district. In 1938 it became part of the independent Hatay Republic, but in June 1939 the Hatay legislature voted to join Turkey.
. 
HATAY MUSEUMS
Hatay Archeologhy Museum:  The first excavations in Hatay date back to 1932. The Oriental Institute of the University of Chicago conducted an archeological survey of the Plain of Amuq between 1933 and 1938, focusing on Cüdeyde, Dehep, Çatalhöyük and Tainat. In 1936, Sir Leonard Woolley carried out excavations in Al Mina, Samandağı on behalf of the British Museum, to be followed by intermittent diggings and excavations from 1937 to 1948 at the extensive mound known as Tell Atchana.

Excavations by Princeton University in 1932-1939 revealed many mosaics from Harbiye, Narlıca, Güzelburç, Samandağ and other places surrounding Antakya. These excavations now make up the principal wealth of the museum. With these excavations, many important archeological findings were unearthed, representing the vast richness and grandeur of the ancient city. This important mosaic collection is currently dispersed amongst 20 museum and private collections including the Hatay Archeology Museum, Princeton University Art Museum (USA), Worcester Museum (USA), and the Louvre Museum (France).

Following an initiative to gather all excavated artifacts in one place, the Hatay Archeology Museum was completed in 1939 and opened to visitors on 23 July 1948, the 10th anniversary of the Hatay’s integration into the Turkish Republic. One of the 8 galleries in the museum, the Sarcophagus Gallery, was completed in 2000 to house an exhibition. In addition to the 8 galleries of the museum, there are also artifacts displayed in the museum’s yard. The museum has 5 storages and a total floor space of 1,140 square meters. Artifacts are displayed over an area of 984 square meters. As of 2011, the total number of artifacts is 35,433.

A new archeology museum building is currently being constructed in the Hatay to better accommodate this rich collection. The foundation of the new museum building was laid in May 2011 and the planned completion date of construction is June 2013. The target is to make the new Hatay Archeology Museum one of the best museums in the world, possessing all the properties of a cultural institution, namely one that fully protects, explores and interprets its subject matter. In addition, it is hoped that this museum can meet all the requirements of the modern concept of a museum.

Iskenderun Naval Museum:  On June 26, 2009, Iskenderun Naval Base Command opened Turkey's third naval museum in the city center of İskenderun. At the museum, works and objects are exhibited from the Ottoman Navy and Hatay Republic era beside the Turkish Navy's. The museum, housed in a two-store building used since 1942 as the headquarters of the Iskenderun Naval Base Command, consists of nine exhibition halls covering a total area of 630 m2 (6,800 sq ft) and two workshops. Other Turkish naval museums are located in Beşiktaş, Istanbul and Çanakkale.

Çökelek Salatası ( a kind of salad with dry cottage cheese, tomato, parsley, green onion, olive oil, salt and some spices)

VISA

Before the application and admission, all students are advised to examine the visa procedures specific to their country to enter Turkey. The necessary information can be found on this link.

It is an individual responsibility of each student to learn about and collect/submit necessary documents for visa. ISTE IRO cannot provide council on visa since more accurate and complete information is available at Embassies; however, amy required document for visa application may be provided, if requested by the Embassy or the student.

For those incoming students who require a visa to enter Turkey should apply to the nearest Turkish Consulate/Embassy with the necessary documents. The Embassies and Consulates list can be viewed from this link.

 

Necessary Documents for Visa

Each applicant may be required to submit different documents; however, the basic documents are as follow:
 

1. Application Fee: Application fees depend on the country and duration of the visa. 

2. Letter of Acceptance: All students who are accepted to ISTE as an Exchange/Erasmus+/Mevlana student receive a letter of acceptance. Letter of acceptance is the document proving that the student have been officially accepted by ISTE as an Exchange/Erasmus+/Mevlana student. The document also includes the financial details of the exchange semester. Acceptance letter may be used for visa purposes for those who are required to have a visa to enter Turkey. 

3. Passport: The passport the student uses during the application must be valid until the end of the exchange semester in Turkey.

4. Proof of Finances: In addition to the financial support indicated in the letter of acceptance, the students may be required to submit additional proof of finances.

5. Travel Insurance: The students may be required to submit travel insurance. 

6. Support Documents: IRO provides visa support documents to the Embassy/Consulate the student applies to.

Additional to the documents above, the Embassy/Consulate may require other documents. For further information, it is imperative that you contact the nearest Turkish Embassy/Consulate.

RESIDENCE PERMIT

Regardless of the visa status (student/no visa), all incoming students must apply online for a Residence Permit within one month of arrival to Turkey. During the orientation program, a specific session regarding the residence permit procedures will be held, and ISTE IRO provides assistance all through the residence permit procedures to all of the exchange students.
